E-TEAM NEWS 

The E-Team will not be meeting in February.  

   

Prices are slowly rising again for recycling metals. On average, 
Suze's efforts to collect, sort and sell recyclable metals and ink 

and toner cartridges bring the church more than $100/month. Our recycling program 
is firmly in place so that every additional can, piece of metal or ink/toner means 
more funds for our church. What (more) can you do? Rinse and save your cans - 
crush them if you can, but if you can't Suze will crush them. Please keep them separate from 
other recycling - Suze gets a higher rate for beverage cans. Please save your other food 
cans, too. PLEASE rinse them out and remove the labels - it helps keep Suze's garage pest-
free and recyclers won't accept food cans with food remains in them. You can put them 
(separately) with beverage cans in the recycling bin outside the church kitchen door. 

Do we really want ALL scrap metal? Yes. Really. Suze separates by metal type to 
maximize proceeds - for example brass and copper get a higher per-pound rate than 
steel. You may also put those metals in the recycling bin outside the kitchen. If you 
see anything metal abandoned out by the road or at your work place or by 
someone's trash (maybe a box fan or rake head or metal framed lawn chair or metal 
post or railing or aluminum siding or eaves troughs, etc.) do we really want it for 

recycling? ABSOLUTELY. And if it doesn't fit in the bin see Suze and 
she'll put it right in her truck. Same goes for washers, dryers, stoves 
and dishwashers. We're keeping that stuff out of landfills and helping 
our church financially. The more metal the merrier! 

 

Be sure to spread the word about our rummage sale and that we're always eager for more 
"stuff." Word keeps spreading and we're getting more stuff all the time. We're planning to put 
up a "wish list" so we can let you know when something comes in that you might be 
interested in. The Saturday before Christmas, Jean, Sandy, Suze & I met up in Stevensville 
to collect a big load from 2 houses, then 2 days later we got another good size load here in 
town. That homeowner gave us a box of food for Broadway so we were happy to pass it on. 
This winter rummage is coming in at twice the rate it did last year, which was twice as fast as 
it came in the previous winter. I keep track of this by counting boxes. Stuff is coming in at a 
rate 10 times what it did 3 years ago (before we started planning Spring sales). We've 
collected just short of 50% of what we will have room for in the spring sale. Just this past 
week we got well over $300 worth of stuff, helped in large part by getting two nice beige Lay-
Z-Boy chairs (one brought to us all the way from Ann Arbor) and at least 6 TVs, of all sizes. 
Thanks for keeping the stuff coming at a regular clip all year round - it makes our job of 
sorting, pricing and storing a lot easier.

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Board Chairman’s Report by Rich Detlef. 

The fellowship of Southside Christian Church met after 
service on Sunday, January 10 to approve the budget for 
2010.  The proposed budget was adopted with one 
revision,  to include a $7000 allocation to cover the church’s 
memberships in TAP and in Stephen’s Ministry. 

The Board met for its regular meeting on January 14.  Joe 
Schultz led us in prayer.  Tony Angelo delivered the 
December Financial Report.  He reported that giving for the 

month of December fell below budget by $1200.  Tony proposed shifting a portion of last 
month’s gift from First Christian in order to pay off the more expensive of the two loans on 
the capital project, to be reimbursed as giving to the capital campaign continues.  The Board 
expressed support for this cost-saving measure.   

Under Old business, Martha described measures taken to reinstate our incorporation as a 
church.  Pam Wesolowski, our office manager, continues her efforts to meet the state’s 
punctilious stipulations.   Joe Schultz presented and the Board approved a new Event 
Planning Guide for our church.  It promises to be a great help in scheduling and clarifying 
responsibilities for our projects.  Joe also agreed to serve as facilitator for our Asset-Based 
Planning projects.  He will visit each group as they meet and will report back to the board at 
our next meeting.  Currently three groups have defined themselves—those interested in 
establishing a Retreat Center, in setting up a rummage-sale off-site barn, and in organizing 
Wednesday services.   

New Business included a proposed official fund-raising letter to be furnished businesses and 
other donors.  Jason Hyde described plans for the Valentine’s Day Dance on Friday, Feb. 
12.  Tickets will be $10.  Sheila Brown and her family have volunteered to cook.  Sandy 
Snodgrass will be DJ and there will be prizes.  The Board tabled until next month discussion 
of a proposed third rummage sale.  It also found that a proposed Tret Fure would not be 
feasible at this time, and referred it to the GLBT Resource Center.  Regular meetings of the 
Board are on the second Thursday of the month at 6:00 p. m.  All Southsiders are welcome!

Leadership Team Introduces Event Planning Guide 
 

On January 14th the Southside board approved use of the 
Leadership Team's Event Planning Guide. We are excited to 
provide this tool to the Southside community. Our hope is that 
it will make event planning much easier for planners, 
volunteers, and church staff. 

Why use the Event Planning Guide? While some of us are 
already skilled event planners, many of us have great ideas 
but lack the experience or the know-how to implement them 
effectively. The guide takes you step-by-step through all 
phases of event planning, from mission to media to munchies! 
It gives you a format for submitting a project to the board for 
approval. If you're the type of planner who keeps notes on 
everything from Post-Its to cocktail napkins, the guide will 
provide you a single place to put all that information. As more 
and more people use the guide, we will be able to file event records and refer back to them 
when we plan the next similar event. 

Going from no formal process to an "official" guide may seem like a cumbersome step, but 
our intention really is to give everyone the tools needed to plan a successful event. We hope 
the guide will encourage more people to bring their ideas to life. To this end, we will be 
scheduling a few short sessions to introduce the guide to the congregation. Watch your 
Sunday bulletins and this newsletter for dates on these sessions.
